7.4 If any damage is caused to any property or any injury is caused to or the death occurs of any person in the premises of the factory/ work site or the colony or any where else due to any act of any person employeed by the contractor or through any machineries or activities, the contractor will be liable for damages / compensation in respect thereof and shall indemnify the corporation and keep the corporation indemnify against any losses, damages, cost, charges , expenses, all liability of whatsoever nature and kind which the corporation may incurred, sustain suffer or be put inconsequence or by any reason of such damages, injury or loss life.

7.5 If any damages are cost to any of the contractor’s vehicle belongs equipment/machineries/materials/establishment etc. or any injury is caused to for death occurred of any person employed by him in connection with the performance of this contract, due to negligence of any person employed by him or otherwise the corporation shall not be liable for damages or compensation in respect thereof under the workmen’s compensation At for otherwise.

There will be no objection if the arbitrator so appointed is or was an employee of the Corporation and he had at any time in discharge office duties as an employee had expressed dues on all or any of the matters in dispute or difference are deals with the matter in substance.
